My next meeting with a Corvair was in about 
91 when I found myself with a lot of time on my hands and always wanted to restore an old 
car. I heard about this 63 Corvair that a friend knew about and after one drive it was mine. It 
was a black 63 4 door. It ran great but needed a paint job. After talking to Jim Coss about my 
car he told me to get ahold of this fellow named Ed Lampi. He said he was the godfather of 
Corvairs for the area. I was so proud of my car and wanted to show it off so I called Ed and 
drove my jewel up to his place. He looked it over and asked what I paid for it and I told him. 
After he stopped laughing he said it was a little too much and proceeded to tell me about 
what he paid for his 100 some Corvairs he had re done and sold. I really felt good about this 
trip. (Sorry Ed) Over the next couple of years I learned a lot from just talking to Ed. He helped 
me out with parts and advice. I got so I felt comfortable working on my car. I did the o-rings 
and  re sealed the engine. I had the car painted after I did all the body work. NEVER AGAIN, 
I’ll leave that to the pro’s. Next thing was the divorce after 23 years of wedded bliss, (or so I 
thought).  It was a very cost thing and the time finally came when I had to sell my 63 Corvair. I 
was sad to see it go. Time went on and after a Heart attack, quad by-pass, 5 angioplasties 
with 2 stents I met this woman from Seattle on the computer. We talked for over a year and  
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met a couple of times. I decided it was time 
for a change and packed up and moved to 
the Seattle Washington area. I was di-
vorced and Kathy was going thru one so 
we started a new life together. This new life 
had to include a Corvair. I already had my 
story about how I found my 62 Coupe in the 
newsletter so I will skip past that.  But here 

is a picture after I brought it home and 
washed it. I joined the local Corvairs North-
west Corvair club. Here is where I met Kent 
Sullivan, Roland Martin, John Barnes, and 
a ton of other Serious Corvair People. Over 
the next 3 1/2 years I learned more about 
Corvairs than I ever thought possible. After 
I had my car painted and had it pretty much 
complete I picked up another 62 Coupe.  

The engine was shot but I picked up one from 
a club member that needed one to disappear. I 
sealed it up and got it running and it turned 
out to be a good car. Now I had 2 Corvairs and 
a big stash of parts. I stripped out a few en-
gines so I had parts and engines hid all over. 
My next find was a 64 140 PG 4-door. 

The car was a mess when I brought it home. 
My 16 yr old Step daughter seen it and said I 
have Dibs on it. She wanted it. After a lot of 
work it was back on the road again and a good 
daily driver.  

After deciding it was time to move back to Wis-
consin I sold the 2nd 62 and 65 and kept my 
original 62 and on the road we went. I came 
home with a new Corvair, a new wife, and a 
whole bunch of knowledge and ideas I gained 
in Seattle. Now I can share that with our club 
members here.
